Mass and Volume
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The study of matter and how it interacts is called  chemistry 

· Matter is any substance that has mass  and  takes up space .
Mass:
· Mass is the number of atoms a substance contains.   

· We measure mass using a 
balance.  
· The unit for mass is the 
gram.
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Volume:

· Volume is the amount of space an object occupies.

We measure volume in two ways:

i) For a regularly shaped solid like a cube we use this formula: 

Volume = length x width x height.  The unit we use is 

ml (milliliters)  or cm3 (cubic centimeters).
ii) For an irregular shaped object or a liquid we use a graduated cylinder.
The unit is  milliliters (ml).


iii) One  ml  equals one  cm3
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
