States of Matter:

1) There are four  states of matter. 

	State of Matter
	Description

	 solid
	 definite shape and definite volume

	 liquid
	 indefinite shape, definite volume

	 gas
	 indefinite shape, indefinite volume

	 plasma
	 same as gas - charged particles
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2) All matter is made of atoms that are always in motion.

3) As temperature increases, the atoms move f  faster.


The results of increasing temperature of a solid:
	State 
	Movement of atoms as temp. increases

	Solid
	 atoms vibrate in crystaline structure

	Liquid
	 atoms roll over each other

	Gas
	 atoms able to break free from each other

	Plasma
	 atoms torn into charged particles
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Matter made of moving atoms
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
